Note (1) Arc rating is the value attributed to materials that describes their performance to exposure to an electrical arc discharge. The arc rating is expressed in cal/cm2 and is derived from the determined value of the arc thermal performance value (ATPV) or energy of breakopen threshold (EBT) (should a material system exhibit a breakopen response below the ATPV value). Arc rating is reported as either ATPV or EBT, whichever is the lower value. See NFPA 70 e article 100 Arc Rating definition for more information.
Note (2) Face shields are to have wrap-around guarding to protect not only the face but also the forehead, ears, and neck, or, alternatively, an arc-rated arc flash suit hood is required to be worn. 




Qualified employees shall wear rubber insulating gloves with leather protectors and rubber insulating sleeves where there is danger of hand arm injury from electric shock due to contact with energized electrical conductors or circuit parts.
